· Double space throughout.
· Entries are in alphabetical order by the first word of the entry.
· Do not number entries.
· If no author is listed, start entry with title. Remember to ignore the, a, an at the start of a title when alphabetizing.

· First line of entry is aligned with the left margin.

· All subsequent lines are indented   ½” or 5 spaces.

· Subsequent books by the same author begin with 3 hyphens, and a period to indicate a book by the same author.

· One inch margins.

· Typing guidelines:

· 2 spaces after periods (.)

· 1 space after commas (,)

· 1 space after colons (:)

Important: Do Not list sources if they are not used or cited within your paper.
